MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
Between
The Oakland County Drain Commissioner
and
The Pontiac Lake Property Owners Association
The Pontiac Lake Improvement Board
and

The Pontiac Lake Weed Harvesting Company

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING between the Qakland County Drain
Commissioner (hereinafter referred to as “Drain Commissioner™) as the delegated authonty for the
County of Oakland and the Pontiac Lake Property Owners Association (hereinafter referred to as
SPLPOA™), the }F’ontiac Lake Improvement Board (hereinafter referred to as “PLIB"), and the Pontiac
Lake Weed Harvesting Company (hereinafter referred to as “PLWHC?”) is entered into for the
purpose of setting forth an understanding of how the Pontiac Lake Dam and its legally established
level will be maintained and managed consistent with the orders of the Circuit Court for the County
of Oakland for the protection, safety, and welfare of the public and the interest of property owners,
both riparian and non-riparian, of the Pontiac Lake community.

WHEREAS by order of the Circuit Court for the County of Oakland on October 14, 1981,
pursuant to the provisions of Act 146 of the Public Acts of 1961, as amended, the County of
Oakland, the Oakland County Board of Commissioners, through their designee the Oakland County
Drain Commissioner, shall’ maintain the normal height and level of Pontiac Lake at 962.83 feet
above mean sea level; and

WHEREAS the County of Oakland is permitted to depart from the normal height and level
of Pontiac Lake, as established, for the protection, safety, and welfare of the public; and
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WHEREAS any deviation from the normal height and level of Pontiac Lake, as established,
has significant effect upon the uses which may, from time-to-time, be made of the waters of Pontiac
Lake by the public and riparian property owners, and has the potential to adversely effect the value
of riparian properties; and

WHEREAS the fluctuation of the normal height and level of Pontiac Lake, as established,
has the potential to adversely effect fisheries and wildlife values and their use of the waters of
Pontiac Lake; and

WHEREAS the interests of the parties hereto and all others interested herein, will be served
by the entry of this Memorandum of Understanding and the publication thereof, setting forth an
understanding of how the Pontiac Lake Dam and its legally established level will be maintained and
managed until modified by court order and setting forth an understanding of the procedures to be
followed in providing communication and notification of actions conducted, or to be conducted, by

the Drain Commissioner in the management of the Pontiac Lake Dam and the maintenance of its

normal level.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is understood that:

L. The Drain Commissioner will endeavor to maintain, manage and operate the Pontiac
Lake Dam so as to, as nearly as possible, hold the normal height and level of Pontiac Lake at 962.83

feet above mean sea level, subject to the following understandings.

2 Pursuant to the Court Order, dated October 14, 1981, the Drain Commissioner may
maintain and hold the Pontiac Lake level at an elevation above 962.83 feet above mean sea level,
when it is deemed in the discretion of the Drain Commissioner to be necessary for the protection,

safety, and welfare of the public and in the interest of property owners to store excess waters in the

Pontiac Lake basin for purposes of maintaining the normal height and level of Pontiac Lake, as
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
