Minutes from the 11/8/2006 Meeting were approved as ammended.
Treasurer’s Report:

Checking - $472.64

Savings - $1318.90

Total - $1790.54

White Lake SAD $64,688.05 balance.  Since the annual meeting there were two legal fees paid by the Lake Improvement Board totaling $9948.60 and a payment to PLWHC of $15,679.17 for various expenses.

Norm submitted a receipt to the PLWHC for reimbursement of $31.80 for copies related to the annual meeting.

Jim submitted expenses for the truck to get a hitch for the truck (International) and for modifications to the back of the truck to allow for proper synching with the conveyor.  The total was $500.

Jim submitted his Lake Manager per diem expenses totaling $1,200.00 (total amount for 2006).

Brian made a motion that the PLWHC pay these expenses as submitted.  Jay seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Old Business:

Dave raised the issue of filing the proper corporation paper work with the state.  Dave will provide the required document to Bill for him to file as soon as possible.  Norm indicated that we might have to pay for years that we neglected to file.

The tarp has been installed on the new truck (international).

Jay will be purchasing and installing the locking gas caps.  He has not had access to the yard in order to complete this.

The PLWHC has reviewed and analyzed the idea to use a dumpster for holding and composting.  This was deemed unfeasible by the PLWHC board due to the shear volume of weeds.

Dave Cornwell will identify through legal means the owner of the Gale Road gravel pit and send them a letter requesting permission for dumping weeds.

Norm will apply for the permit to dump at the campground.  This will start the political process to gain access to this site.

New Business:

Brian will be submitting the monthly meeting minutes to Doug Smith (smithdou@co.oakland.mi.us).

The family of Judge O’Brien is interested in the Green Boat and the Conveyor.  Brian made a motion that Jim Peterson be nominated to take on the role of selling the Green Boat (including marketing it) and moving forward with the sale to be completed by February 28.  Charlie seconded the motion.  Norm was the only dissenter in the vote.  The motion carries.

Jay expressed some frustration with the economics involved with the proposed increase to the SAD and feels that a lesser amount might be more sellable to the Lake Improvement Board.
