PLPOA Meeting Minutes 4/11/06

Keith’s Meeting with Mike Kowall

· Kowall is keeping a close eye on the Rushford situation and agrees that Pontiac Lake should manage according to the MOU.

· Pontiac Lake Trailer Park Sewage Issue – A temporary fix was applied to fix the sewage issue, but the ground condition is still not good.  Kowall’s opinion is that the Township Board or the Department of Health should mandate sewers for the trailer park and potentially all of Pontiac Lake Rd to M-59.  Kowall has also asked the state for funding.

· Pontiac Lake Apartment Application for Boat Docks/Ramp – Kowall told owner of Pontiac Lake Apts that key holing ordinance does apply to his application.  Thus far, the owner of the Pontiac Lake Apts hasn’t proceeded with any further action. 
· Walt’s Point – Issued a stop order for the structure that is being built and visible from M-59 due to a lack of permit.

· New Homes on Pontiac Lake Road – One home has a garage below sea level.  Keith suggested that a disclaimer be placed on the occupancy permit to alert home buyers to this situation and prevent possible lake level issues in the future.

· Property Coverage – Discussed process to develop a new zoning district for Pontiac Lake, and Keith will plan to submit a proposal at the April 18th meeting.  Items that should be included in this proposal include: 30% coverage, no further property splits, etc.

· Kowall expressed interest in attending a PLPOA meeting in the future.  Notice will go out to homeowners when this is scheduled.

Building Permits – Discussed large number of in progress construction projects on lake.  Next meeting with Kowall need to discuss penalty for not completing exterior of homes in a timely manner.
Garage Sale – Agreed that sale should be June 9-11, 2006.

Fireworks Proposal – Some homeowners are interested in the PLPOA sponsoring fireworks during the boat races.  Discussed that this is too much of a risk for the PLPOA and will direct interested homeowners to partner with other local organizations to sponsor this type of event.

Stocking Fish in Pontiac Lake – Haven’t stocked fish in Pontiac Lake since 1995 and some people on the lake are upset about this.  Joyce Sheill will determine how this works, when counts are done, etc.

Spring Can Drive – Discussed trying to collect bottle return receipts vs messy cans and bottles.  Will put an announcement in the spring newsletter.

Newsletter and Directory – Need to create and distribute next newsletter in May.  Keith will also submit the directory for typesetting so that it may be distributed this spring too.
