PLPOA Meeting Minutes
September 9, 2008

Walt’s Point Presentation
· Andy and Andy from Walt’s Point attended the meeting to discuss their proposed marina expansion

· Currently have 17 docks and storing approximately 24 boats.

· Walt’s Point submitted 2 proposals to the DEQ: 1) obtain marina licensing for 32 boat slips, 2) expand to 52 boat slips.

· Andy and Andy from Walt’s Point explained that they are most interested in obtaining marina licensing.  They are currently unlicensed.

· The 20 additional slips that they propose would allow lake customers to park and purchase food or boating supplies.  Suggested that they were interested in supplying gas to lake customers in the future.

· Association Board has posted DEQ proposal on the PLPOA website and requested that riparians send feedback to the DEQ by the specified date of September 16, 2008.  The Board will also send a letter supporting licensing for Walt’s Point, but opposing expansion of the marina.

Boat Storage on Buckingham

· History: For the past 10 years, White Lake Township and the PLPOA have worked with Sandy and Greg Fitzpatrick to allow homeowners to park boats on the Fitzpatrick’s vacant lot located on Buckingham during the winter months.  According to White Lake Township and previous PLPOA Board members, this decision was originally made because public service vehicles (i.e. Snow plows, emergency vehicles, etc.) were having trouble reaching homes at the end of Buckingham due to pontoons or vehicles blocking the road.
· Current situation: White Lake Township has received several complaint letters and has asked the PLPOA Board for assistance.
· Petition:  Sandy and Greg Fitzpatrick presented a petition signed by over 80 homeowners who support continuing boat storage on the vacant lot on Buckingham.

· Decision: After discussions with White Lake Township, previous PLPOA Board members and after reviewing the petition signatures, the Board voted to continue the current practice of storing boats on the vacant lot on Buckingham.  The Board suggested that the storage dates should be from October 15-April 15.
Halloween Party

· Sheri Buttery and Kelli McCormick will organize this year’s Halloween party.  The adult and children’s parties will be held at Airway Lanes located on M-59.

· Sheri will send Stacie the text for the Halloween party to be placed in the upcoming newsletter.

Garage Sale
